HUGC COVID-19 ProtocolsHEALTH AND SAFETY PROCEDURES

·  All staff, students, and visitors to the school will be required to wear face masks at all times when in school buildings with the exception of eating or drinking. No exceptions. See Board Approved Face Covering Policy for details. Face masks MUST adhere to the Dress Code Policy or disciplinary action will be taken in accordance with the Face Covering Policy adopted on August 4, 2020.
· Students will be provided one face mask. Parents are encouraged to purchase additional washable reusable masks for their student(s) that are likable and comfortable. Face masks must be appropriate and adhere to AHSD 125 dress code policies. 
· Upon arrival at school, students and staff will be screened for fever using touchless thermometers. 
· Students and staff will receive training/education on how to prevent the spread of infectious disease. 
· Only one student will be allowed in the nurse’s office at a single time. Nurse’s office will be sanitized between visitors
· Transportation
· Bus capacity will be limited to 50 students and social distancing will be practiced to the greatest extent possible.  
· Students are also encouraged to practice social distancing, and parents are encouraged to monitor their students at bus stops to ensure social distancing.
· To minimize student traffic in the hallways, lockers will not be utilized and students may carry their backpack throughout the day.RESPONDING TO INFECTIOUS DISEASE SYMPTOMS (COVID-19)

· Students with a temperature of 100.4° Fahrenheit or greater will be quarantined in an isolation room until they can be picked up from school. 
· Parents and guardians are expected to pick up students within one hour of notification of quarantine and should wait in their car for their child upon pick-up.
· Parents must provide their school with at least three emergency contacts in addition to themselves. 
· Staff with a temperature of 100.4° Fahrenheit or above will be sent home. 
· The Health Clerk will follow specific guidelines for determining which student and staff will be sent home. Some symptoms include but may not be limited to: 

	        - Temperature of 100.4° F or  
           greater 
        - Persistent cough 
        - Loss of taste or smell 
        - Breathing difficulty
	- Sore throat 
- Nausea 
- Vomiting and/or diarrhea 
- Fatigue 
	- Body ache 
- Headache 
- Congestion or runny nose 


· Areas of the school used by symptomatic students or staff will be closed off. Areas will not reopen until after they have been cleaned and disinfected.
· Visitors will be prohibited during the school day to the greatest extent possible. ACCESS TO SCHOOL BUILDINGS

· Mandatory IEP and 504 meetings will continue to be held remotely to the greatest extent possible.  In-person meetings will occur as required by state and/or federal law.  
· Parent-teacher conferences, curriculum nights, and back to school events will be held remotely.   
· The school district will follow all recommendations from CDC, IDPH, and ISBE for cleaning, sanitizing, and disinfecting buses, equipment, classrooms, and buildings.CLEANING AND DISINFECTING PROTOCOLS

·  The school district will utilize cleaning products that are known to combat COVID-19 and are approved by EPA for safe use in school. 
· Cordless electrostatic sprayers for quick and effective infection control will be utilized in conjunction with diligent cleaning protocols.
· Classrooms, restrooms, and other frequently touched surfaces will be cleaned and sanitized regularly throughout the day. 
· All schools and the district office will be disinfected nightly. Sanitation procedures per recommendations from CDC and IDPH will be following nightly to disinfect school prior to use the next day. 
· The district will continue to install touchless faucets, toilets, and urinals throughout the district in high volume restrooms.ACADEMIC AND EXTRA-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

· All field trips will be canceled. 
· Participation in all extracurricular activities and athletics during the school year will be determined at a later date
· Band Classes
·  The band director will work with building administrators to identify safe and appropriate band lessons for students. Start timelines may vary. Classes will be held outside when weather permits.  Additional details will be sent to you from the Band Director.
· Physical Education Classes 
· Health classes will be provided to students in their classrooms. 
· When deemed appropriate by the building administrator, physical education activities may occur outdoors when weather permits.
